He was a self-employed businessman, owning Cowan’s Appliance and
Sewing Machine Store in Penns Grove for over 40 years and several
laundromats for over 40 years. 
Mr. Bennett was an avid Phillies’ fan and had played for the All Stars of the
Salem County League, and Pedricktown. 

 He was a member, past president and past secretary of the Exchange Club of
Penns Grove and a member of the VFW. 
He is survived by his wife of 66 years, Claire (nee Cowan), his daughter and
son in law, Melody and Robert Lythgoe, his grandchildren, Rob and Kellie, his
great grandchildren, Bobby, Madelyn, Caroline, Lindsay and Lucas, as well as
his brother Donald and sister in law Wanda.
